REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met February 11, 2003, in the Board office, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Harriman, the recommendation for payment of the claims and purchase orders was approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that she has completed all but one third quarter site visit with the agencies.

Ms. Humphrey announced that Ted Baugh has been hired as Coordinator for the Youth Center Law Project and the Youth Coalition.  Ted will begin working on the Law Project and will transition to the Coalition.

She will also be working on setting up community focus groups in order to complete the community needs 
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assessment.  The mental health focus group will be held in March, substance abuse in April and the group for developmental disabilities will be held in May.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that the ACMHAI Spring Legislative Conference will be held on April 8 and 9.  He invited all Board Members to attend.

Mr. Rosenzweig mentioned the Board Fiscal Review that was included in his written report.  The review shows that the Board has a healthy final balance and that levied and collected amounts are extremely close.

Mr. Rosenzweig informed the Board that he would be meeting with Public Aid and the ACMHAI lobbyist to attempt to initiate an intergovernmental agreement that would enable 708 Boards to certify local funds as match for Medicaid reimbursement.

Mr. Rosenzweig announced that Mrs. Luetkemyer had been nominated for Teacher of the Year by a parent of one of her students.  Mrs. Luetkemyer received a letter of recognition from the State Board of Education.
