REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on 

June 10 and July 8, 2003, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also recommended approval of a $400 grant to be given to the Alzheimer’s Association for the purchase of Safe Return ID Bracelets; $2,500 to be given to Cerebral Palsy of SW Illinois for summer camp scholarships; $1,500 to be given to the Madison County Mental Health Board for co-sponsorship of the annual Aging and Wellness Conference; and, program enhancements of $15,000 and $30,000 be awarded to Programs and Services for Older Persons and Chestnut Health Systems.

On a motion by Mrs. Barnum and second by Dr. Clipper, the slate of officers was approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the Board has been asked to be lead agency in preparing a SAMHSA (Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration) grant for children’s services.  The grant award would be one million dollars over a six year period.

A meeting was held with county officials and Title V providers in order to try and resolve an issue concerning youth status offenders that were being incarcerated in the Detention Center.  This practice could result in St. Clair County losing thousands of Title V grant dollars if continued.

Ms. Humphrey also reported that St. Clair County will be implementing a Truancy Program this fall.  The Regional Office of Education has asked the Youth Coalition for assistance in recommending community representatives to serve as a local Board of Commission.

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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig remarked that there is speculation that the State’s FY04 Budget will show large gaps in revenue and spending reductions as early as January 2004.  The Finance Committee will review unencumbered monies available in the Board budget at the August Finance Meeting.

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that Gene Verdu, the Director of Programs and Services for Older Persons, will be retiring at the end of August.  The Open House for the addition to the PSOP building will be held on August 28.  Mr. Verdu was instrumental in securing the funds for the new construction.

Mr. Rosenzweig also stated that he will begin writing a mental health plan that will be added as an addendum to St. Clair County’s Disaster Plan.
