APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the April 17, 2003 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met May 6, 2003, in the Board office, reviewed and approved all claims and purchase orders.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations for payment of the claims and purchase orders and other items listed in the Finance Report were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the ad hoc committee for adult mental health services met on May 14 and the committee for adolescent and children mental health services will meet on May 19.

Ms. Humphrey also reported that the Youth Coalition had received a three year award of $450,000 in order to reduce disproportionate minority confinement.  Mr. Ted Baugh was hired as the Coordinator for this project.  Mr. Baugh was introduced to the Board and gave a brief report on the project.
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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided an update on the Governor’s proposed FY 2004 budget and possible implications if reductions are not restored for human services.  In a related concern, he also reported on the current delay in state payments to providers.

The Executive Director briefed the Board on an upcoming fall workshop that the Association of Mental Health Authorities is co-sponsoring with the University of Illinois – School of Social Work. 

Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of recent meetings he has attended with the Illinois Department of Public Aid to certify of local tax funds as Medicaid match.  This process would allow the County to claim the FFP and receive fifty cents for every dollar billed to IDPA.  (Services would need to be provided under the Medicaid Clinic or Rehab Option.) 

Mr. Rosenzweig provided an update on the FY 2004 Strategic Planning process and indicated on a document would be presented at the July meeting for Board approval.
