APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the September 18, 2003 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on October 14, 2003 reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also approved the purchase of a new file server, DSL hook-up, software licensures and an LCD projector.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Kernan, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that she has completed all but three of the agency site visits and that all are going well.  Agencies are preparing reports and docu-

Mentation for the switch to purchase of service contracts next fiscal year.

Ms. Humphrey attended the Eighth Annual Behavioral Health, Aging and Wellness Conference, and Open Houses at Chestnut Health Systems and Programs and Services for Older Persons.  She will be attending the Children’s Mental Health Conference next week.
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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of the newly enacted Children’s Mental Health Act of 2003 (Public Act 93-0495).  He will be serving on the newly formed advisory board, one of the components of the Act.  

He also reported on the Children’s Mental Health Forum that ACMHAI is

co-sponsoring with the University of Illinois, School of Social Work that will be held next week in Champaign.  The forum will focus on creation of a system of care and promotion of evidenced based practices.

Mr. Rosenzweig also gave an update on the status of civil beds at Alton Mental Health Center (current capacity is 15) and the impact of downsizing on local communities.  The Office of Mental Health (State of Illinois) has shown little interest in allowing agencies flexibility in addressing the increase demand for services.  In 

FY 03 over 500 previously unregistered persons entered the local system as a result of community hospitalizations (St. Mary’s and Gateway Regional).
