APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the Board approved the minutes of the July 15, 2003 Board Meeting.

REP0RTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on August 11 and September 9, 2003, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also recommended approval of a $20,000 grant to be given to the Comprehensive Mental Health Center for a roof replacement; $20,000 be given to Chestnut Health Systems for furniture and equipment for their new facility; $15,000 be given to the Second Chance Shelter for FY04; and, $3,000 to the Community Counseling Center for the annual mental health consumer conference.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the final draft for the SAMHSA grant the Youth Coalition has been working on is due tomorrow.  The State has decided to act as the applicant rather than the 708 Boards.
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Programs and Services for Older Persons received a $50,000 grant from the Area Agency on Aging enabling them to extend their services to Madison, Bond, Clinton, Monroe, Randolph and Washington Counties.

Ms. Humphrey also reported that the Eighth Annual Behavioral Health, Aging and Wellness Conference will be held on October 17, 2003 at the Gateway Center in Collinsville.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that he had visited the Second Chance Shelter earlier in the week and was impressed by how well the Shelter looked.  Pending full Board approval we will begin funding the Shelter on October 1.

The preliminary budget has been received from the County and is due back on October 3.  The final budget will be due the first week of December.

Mr. Rosenzweig also mentioned that Chestnut Health Systems will be having an Open House at the new facility (12 North 64th Street) on September 28 from 3 to 6:30 pm.

Mr. Rosenzweig will be meeting with the Director of the Office of Mental Health,

Dr. Christopher Fichtner, on October 8 to discuss proposed changes to Rule 132.

Mr. Rosenzweig reminded everyone that the Board will meet on October 23, the fourth Thursday of the month rather than the third.
