APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Ms. Luetkemeyer and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the Board approved the minutes of the December 18, 2003 Board Meeting.

REP0RTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on January 13 and February 10, 2004, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also recommended approval of a $4,100 grant to be given to Chestnut Health Systems for the provision of Student Assistance Program training; $1,800 be given to Family Hospice of Belleville Area for the purchase of a laptop computer; $25,000 be allocated to contract for the planning of Emergency/Disaster Mental Health Services.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported on the status of her third quarter agency site visits, all which will be completed by the end of February.

She also addressed activities related to the newly approved Children’s Mental Health Act and the state’s intention to place SASS out for RFPs effective July 1, 2004.
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Ms. Humphrey also provided updates on the status of the St. Clair County Youth Coalition and meetings with the Regional Office of Education regarding shared prevention programs.

In closing, Ms. Humphrey reported on the successful implementation of the newly joint-funded Caregivers Counseling Program at PSOP.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided a brief overview of the Board’s financial status as of the beginning of 2004.

Mr. Rosenzweig also provided the Board with an update regarding FY 2005 planning and the implications regarding the Board’s conversion to a fee-for-service funding methodology effective July 1.   

Mr. Rosenzweig briefed the Board on the recent FY 05 budget address presented by the Governor this past week; highlighting changes within the Department of Human Services - Divisions of Mental Health and Developmental Disabilities.  In a related note, he also commented on a meeting he attended in Alton in which the State announced their own conversion to a fee-for-service and a more aggressive approach to Medicaid billing.  Much of which is generated by the state’s current revenue deficit.

The Executive Director reported on recent Disaster Mental Health planning activities and indicated an effort will be made to secure a consultant with the funds approved by the Board.  A full report will be provided at next month’s meeting. 

Mr. Rosenzweig reminded everyone that the Board meeting in April has been cancelled due to scheduling conflicts.
