APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on 

June 8, 2004, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also recommended approval of the following items:  a $2,500 grant be given to STARNET for their conference to be held in November; a $1,500 be given to Special Olympics for an event to be held in August; a $479 grant be given to Big Brothers Big Sisters for staff to be able to attend a conference; and, a $3,000 capital grant be given to Cerebral Palsy for the purchase of new computers.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved for payment.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey was attending a conference and was not present at the Board Meeting.  Mr. Rosenzweig referenced her written report and asked the Board Members if they had any questions.  The Board had no questions and the meeting proceeded to the next agenda item.
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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

In his written report, Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of the pending state budget and its impact on local agencies. He also provided an update on the status of the Board’s disaster mental health services planning and Peg Maher gave a brief report on recent activities. The Board’s plan should be available for approval in July, pending the inclusion of a Memorandum of Understanding that it being negotiated with the American Red Cross.

Mr. Rosenzweig also announced Community Resource Directories had been distributed.  He also updated the Board on the status of the FY 2005 agency contracts and on recent capital award activities.
