APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by Dr. Clipper, the Board approved the minutes of the February 19, 2004 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on March 9, 2004, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also recommended approval of two capital grants in the amount of $10,000 each to be given to Big Brothers Big Sisters and SAVE for the purchase of computer equipment.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Kernan, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that she met with staff of the Regional Office of Education to discuss submitting a grant proposal to benefit medium to high risk youth in the area.  She also attended a SASS bidder’s conference in Springfield regarding the provision of services in the LAN 7 geographical area of St. Clair County.

Ms. Humphrey is a committee member of a group that is looking into the issues of aging caregivers (60+) of persons with developmental disabilities.  The Area Agency on Aging and the Department of Aging have developed a project that will assist the caregivers in financial planning, will preparation, government benefits, guardianship and alternatives, and trusts.
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The project has developed manuals and would provide community training to providers and consumers at no charge.  Caregivers would receive training, manuals, CD Rom and Family Planning Handbook.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig gave brochures to the Board Members regarding the ACMHAI Spring Conference to be held on April 27 and 28 at the Ramada Renaissance in Springfield.

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that he and Ms. Humphrey will be hosting a meeting with the agencies in early April to discuss the Board’s new contracting requirements.

Mr. Rosenzweig then introduced Ms. Amy Cope who is the new Executive Director at Cerebral Palsy.
