APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Mr. Harriman, the Board approved the minutes of the March 18, 2004 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on May 11, 2004, reviewed and approved all claims and financial statements.  The Committee also recommended approval of the following items:  $2,500 to be given to the Epilepsy Foundation for summer camp; $10,405 to be given to the Children First Foundation for start-up of a Kids in the Middle program; a capital grant in the amount of $7,110 to DDS of Metro East for 18 workstations; the 2005 Mental Health Board’s preliminary budget be set at $2,362,917; agency allocations for FY05 be set at $1,644,887; and, a grant of $450 be given to the local chapter of NAMI for an educational seminar.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Kernan, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey gave the Board some additional information on the “Piecing It All Together” conference that will be held late this summer or early fall.  The attendance at last year’s conference was about 170 and the planning committee anticipate a crowd of 250 this year.  Two new events planned for 
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the conference include a Children’s Art Exhibit and Sale and self portraits done by children.  

Ms. Humphrey is also on a committee with the Area Agency on Aging and the Illinois Department of Aging.  A series of trainings will be offered to caregivers of adults with developmental disabilities.  

Ms. Humphrey also reported that the Homeless Action Council will be writing a grant seeking HUD funding for the homeless in St. Clair County.  The information gathered by one of the committees of the Council reported only 227 individuals in St. Clair County are homeless and 75 are mentally ill or substance abusers.  The Council felt this data is inaccurate and is looking for a research program to gather more reliable information to support the proposal.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that information about the State’s FY05 is constantly changing.  The Department is trying to implement fee for service funding with agencies and maximizing a Medicaid initiative.  Legislators are saying this budget is the worst mess in 30 years.  Speaker Madigan passed a resolution which will fund DMH for only six months, subject to review.

The Board’s conversion to fee for service will be in place this fiscal year.

Mr. Rosenzweig also mentioned that the 2004 Community Service Directories have been printed and are available.
