APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the September 16, 2004 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on October 19, 2004, reviewed and approved all financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee also recommended approval of the following items:  $2,570 or less be given to the Comprehensive Mental Health Center for capital improvements; and the 2005 Mental Health Board’s budget of $2,085,350 and the Personnel Budget at $167,762.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Kernan, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey provided an update on her quarterly site visits.  Ms. Humphrey reported on the overwhelming success of the “Piecing It All Together” conference held last week.  She indicated that over 200 persons attended.  She also reported on recent training provided at Chestnut Health Services for children and adolescent services.  

Ms. Humphrey informed the Board she attended Critical Incident Stress Management training earlier this month and will also be working with the Health Department’s disaster mental health component.  
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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of disaster mental health services planning activities that included the upcoming workshop by Dr. Hong and consultation with other mental health boards who are operational.  The plan is to begin to form crisis response teams.  Board Consultant Peg Maher will be working to integrate services with existing entities and expand the role of the board’s disaster mental health council.  A memorandum of understanding was also executed with the American Red Cross this week.

Mr. Rosenzweig also provided an update on mental health evaluations being provided by Dr. Cuneo at the jail. A meeting was held at Dan Cuneo’s office with representatives from the States Attorney, Public Defender, Jail Staff, DMH, and Chestnut to review civil admission procedures.  

Mr. Rosenzweig reported on the status of the County Detention Center and of plans to contract wit Cheryl Prost for psychological evaluations.

Mr. Rosenzweig also informed the Board on Children First Foundation activities and the status of board member reappointments for Ms. Shevlin, Mr. McKinney, and Mr. Kernan.  Susie Briggs was also acknowledged for her assistance in Elaine Jacobs’ absence.
