APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Harriman and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the July 15, 2004 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on September 7, 2004, reviewed and approved all financial statements and claims for payment.  

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. McKinney, the recommendation for payment of the claims was approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the Board agencies have made the transition from grants to fee for service.  She has had to meet with several agencies regarding service reporting.  

Ms. Humphrey spoke about the following conferences:  Opening the Door to Prevention – to be held at the Shrine on September 30 for educating parents on violence and suicide prevention.  Faith Based Community Breakfast – to be held at the Shrine on October 21 for community youth providers seeking individuals to act as volunteers, mentors, foster parents, etc., for at risk youth and their families.
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NEW BUSINESS:

Approval of One and Three Year Strategic Plan:

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Harriman, the Board approved the One and Three Year Strategic Plan.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided additional information on the Board’s recently approved One and Three Year Plan. He also provided a brief review of the Board’s other statutory responsibilities.  

Mr. Rosenzweig addressed the current status of the PSOP contract with the Area Agency of Aging.  He also updated the Board on status of local Department of Human Services initiatives and the progress of the state’s conversion to fee-for-service.  It is anticipated the state will experience a significant shortage in third and forth quarter FY 2005 revenues.

Mr. Rosenzweig praised the efforts of the Board’s Disaster Mental Health Planning Consultant, Peg Maher and noted the upcoming workshop (Basic Disaster Training for Mental Health Professionals) she has coordinated with Washington University and Memorial Hospital.

The Board has already spent over $50,000 for mental health fitness evaluations at the County Jail during 2004.
