APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the June 16, 2005 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on July 12, 2005.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:

1. Payment of the claims and purchase orders.

2. A grant of $1,500 to the Madison County Mental Health Board for the 10th Annual “Behavioral Health, Aging and Wellness Conference.”

3. A capital grant in the amount of $25,000 to the Comprehensive Mental Health Center for meeting ADA requirements for a newly purchased residential building.

4. A capital grant in the amount of $700 to Second Chance Shelter for rental/purchase of a new copier.

5. A contract with Cross Current, Inc., in the amount of $10,000 for Medicaid claiming services.
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On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that planning for the “Piecing It Together Children’s Mental Health Conference” is going well and 29 sessions have been scheduled.

Ms. Humphrey also reported that the Key Informant Survey dealing with needs assessment for St. Clair County is progressing well.  There have been some good suggestions about improving services without increasing the cost of them.
