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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

In his written report, Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of the recently approved $55 billion state budget and its impact on the community system. He also presented an update on the local funds certification initiative and will be meeting with Department of Public Aid staff tomorrow in Springfield.

Mr. Rosenzweig commended Board consultant Peg Maher for her leadership role in the Bio-terrorism Exercise.  He also indicated the mental health telephone tree was activated on the morning of the exercise and over 100 volunteers were contacted.

Provider contracts are being finalized for the new fiscal year which begins July 1. This will be the second year using Purchase of Service funding methodology.  The initial results from FY 05 indicate increased accountability for board funds and improved performance indicators.

Mr. Rosenzweig also informed the Board that President Shevlin’s 25th year anniversary with the Board will be coming in December.
