Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported on the status of the FY 2006 contracting process for agencies.  She also provided updates on the ACMHAI conference, “Passport to Wellness” (hosted by PSOP), and Disaster Planning Activities.

In addition Ms. Humphrey also briefed the Board on the recently submitted SAMSHA Children’s Mental Health Initiative application. The grant request reflected excellent community collaboration and involved a great deal of work.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig answered questions regarding his written report that included a potential crisis with the state budget and the impact on the community provider system, the status of services at the county jail, and the SAVE dedication ceremony.  He also reported significant progress regarding Medicaid billing and the status of a proposed contract with consultants from Crystal Lake to initiate the billing with Public Aid.

Mr. Rosenzwweig indicated all providers were very appreciative of the 2.5% COLA that was approved by the Board for FY 06.
