REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on January 10 and February 7, 2006.  They reviewed all financial statements and approved all claims for payment.  The Committee also recommended approval of a FY06 contract amendment for Second Chance Shelter that would increase their allocation from $15,000 to $40,808.  

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Dr. Clipper, the 

recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the Redeploy Illinois grant is continuing.  One of the first projects the grant will fund is mental health training for detention center officers.  This will include information on psychiatric medications, suicide prevention and crisis intervention.

Ms. Humphrey also reported that the American Association of Suicidology (AAS) and the Suicide Prevention Resource Center have developed a suicide prevention training curriculum.  Call For Help has requested assistance from the Board in bringing together other agencies to organize this training.
