REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on June 13, 2006.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended the Board approve the following items:   $1,909,000 be set for the 2007 Agency Allocations; $12,000 be allocated to Heartlinks for program expansion; $10,000 be allocated to Big Brothers Big Sisters for local match; $2,500 be given to Cerebral Palsy of Southwestern Illinois for camp scholarships; and, $7,735.90 be given to Hazel Bland Promise Center for new computers.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
