REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met  in the Board office on April 11 and May 9, 2006.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended the Board approve the following items:

1.
Payment of the claims and purchase orders.

2. $4,500 to be given to the Metro-East Consumer Leadership Counsel for the 10th Annual Mental Health Consumer Conference.

3. $2,500 to be given to the Epilepsy Foundation for their summer camp.
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4. $2,500 to be given for the 4th Annual Children’s Mental Health Conference.

5. $9,145 to be given to the Children’s Center for Behavioral Development for capital expenses.

6. $1,000 to be given to the Children First Foundation for a large screen projection television in order to administer the Children First Program.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Kernan, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

In reviewing her written report Ms. Humphrey commented on the progress agency meetings for FY 2007 contract development and the status of the DD committee of the Youth Coalition.   In addition, she answered Mr. McKinney’s inquiry regarding truancy services.

Disaster Services Report:

Consultant Peg Maher shared updates regarding local planning activities with Team Leaders, family disaster planning and pandemic flu information.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig shared a letter from the University of Illinois, thanking Peg Maher for her excellent presentation at the Rural Public Health Institute.

The Executive Director announced the Children First Program would be administered by the Children First Foundation, effective July 12, 2006.  Programs and Services for Older Persons (PSOP) will be housing the program in their former nutrition site at 201 North Church, Belleville.  Mr. Rosenzweig reminded the Board program length will be doubled and fees raised from $20 to $50 as a result of the Illinois Supreme Court’s new orders.
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Mr. Rosenzweig also announced the Finance Committee would make FY 2007 agency allocations following receipt of the Board’s levy, as approved at the May County Board meeting.

Board members  Brad Harriman and Curt Schildknecht were recognized for completing their five year anniversaries with the Board. 

In closing, Mr. Rosenzweig announced Program Director, Debbie Humphrey was named the NASW, Metro East Chapter, Public Citizen of the Year.
