APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by 

Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the October 26,

2006 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on November 7, 2006.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve a grant in the amount of $20,000 be given to the Comprehensive Mental Health Center for rehab costs for a group home.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Dr. Clipper, the recommendation was approved.
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Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that she had attended two conferences in the past month and would be attending a presentation by Dr. David Arredondo from the SOLOMON Project.  He provides pro bono psychiatric consultation to the Juvenile and Family Court Judiciary.

CHASI has received a grant in the amount of $100,000 for transitioning youth, ages 16-18, out of the adolescent mental health system; and, youth with mental health needs of any age returning from a juvenile justice facility to the community.

Ms. Humphrey also gave an update on NAMI activities in the area.

Disaster Services:

Mrs. Maher reported that it was Winter Preparedness Month.  She passed out a handout detailing the supplies and actions needed to be prepared for a winter storm.  She also passed out a sheet with information on how to help children cope with fear and anxiety after a violent act, death and/or disaster occurs.

NEW BUSINESS:

President Shevlin presented a motion to change the date of the December Board Meeting from the 21st to the 14th.  Mrs. Cueto seconded the motion and all other members were in favor.  President Shevlin remarked that the meeting would be held in the Board office rather than the County Building.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reviewed his written report and provided follow up o the status of the minimum wage in the legislature and its impact on community service providers.  He also reported that advocates would attempt to include supplemental appropriations during the fall Veto session.  

Mr. Rosenzweig also provided updates on the Local Funds Initiative and on protocol for accessing services for persons in the criminal 
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justice system.  He reported favorable cooperation from the State’s Attorney in drafting the protocol.  

The Executive Director also indicated the Board’s web page is being re-done and the Resource Directory will be sent to the printer before the end of the month.
