APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
On a motion made by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the July 20, 2006 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:
Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on September 12, 2006.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  $2,200 to be given to the Children First Foundation for the Kids in the Middle Program; $10,000 to be given to Chestnut Health Systems for Median software modifications; and, $5,000 to be given to the Ministry to Sick & Aged for a two day grief conference.
On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Dr. Clipper, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that appointment letters for site visits have been sent to all funded agencies.  Site visits will take place in October and November.
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Ms. Humphrey informed the Board that the Redeploy Program Plan was approved for FY2007.   The grant amount is $370,000 again this year.  The Mental Health Board continues to serve as fiscal agent.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that he met with judges, the State’s Attorney and Public Defender’s offices, Dan Cuneo and Chestnut staff to discuss  moving mentally ill inmates from the County Jail to the hospital in a more timely manner.  The meeting was a first step in better integrating the mental health and criminal justice systems and forcing the State to be more accountable for providing services.
Mr. Rosenzweig informed the Board that Call For Help announced that Carlyn Brooks is the new Executive Director.  She previously held the position of Director of Human Resources.
