APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by 

Mr. Schildknecht, the Board approved the minutes of the May 22, 2008 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on June 10, 2008.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following:  $1,500 be given to Chestnut Health Systems for the Behavioral Health, Aging and Wellness Conference; and, the release of half of Second Chance Shelter’s FY09 contract.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that she and Mr. Rosenzweig have completed their meetings with all of the agencies regarding the FY09 contracts. 
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Ms. Humphrey also mentioned that the mental health conference entitled “Erase the Stigma of Mental Illness” will be held on Friday, August 22 and Saturday, August 23, 2008.  The conference will focus on spirituality and religious beliefs in dealing with people suffering from a mental illness.

Building & Grounds Committee:

Mr. Schildknecht reported that the Committee was contacted regarding the purchase of the parking lot adjacent to the Board office.  The Committee has discussed the property purchase and recommends acquisition of the property at a cost of $30,000.

On a motion by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by Mr. McKinney, the recommendation was approved.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

In addition to his written report, Mr. Rosenzweig briefed the Board on a Juvenile Delinquency and Prevention grant that the Board is submitting on behalf Big Brothers Big Sisters ($444,000).  He also reported on upcoming community education projects and the status of the Local Funds Initiative.
