APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. McKinney and a second by Mrs. Cueto, the Board approved the minutes of the December 13, 2007 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on February 12 and March 11, 2008.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  payment of the claims and purchase orders; increasing the FY08 contract for ARCH by $3,500; and, award $1,800 to Big Brothers Big Sisters for new computers.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that St. Clair County is the leading Redeploy Illinois pilot program in the State.  She and a representative from CHASI have been asked to join in a presentation to the Coalition for Juvenile Justice Conference in April.  
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The Youth Coalition is submitting an RFP to the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation to help establish a juvenile drug court for juvenile justice involved youth in St. Clair County.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
President Shevlin presented an award to Board Member Elliott McKinney to commemorate his 25th anniversary of being on the Board.  Mr. McKinney was thanked for his dedication and service in achieving such a significant milestone.  He shared some brief remarks and thanked those present. 

NEW BUSINESS:

President Shevlin asked for a motion to approve the General Policies & Procedures Manual, a revision to the Rules of the Board, and the St. Clair County Disaster Mental Health Plan.  On a motion by Dr. Clipper and a second by Mrs. Cueto, the items were approved.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided an update on the progress of the implementation of an Adult Mental Health court.  A planning meeting will be held next week with the Chief Judge and State’s Attorney.  The Director also briefed the Board on a Department of Justice grant that will be used to for community case management services, to be provided in conjunction with the Mental Health Court.
Mr. Rosenzweig gave an overview in recent changes to the Mental Health and Developmental Disabilities Code that deal with involuntary hospitalization; the status of a $60,000 Board Request for Proposal to area agencies; and on the ACMHAI conference.
