APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Kernan and a second by Dr. Clipper, the Board approved the minutes of the March 20, 2008 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on April 15 and May 13, 2008.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  $7,500 grant to LINC for Community Outreach/Education; $5,000 grant to Comprehensive Mental Health Center for staff development, education materials and computer equipment; $5,600 grant to Second Chance Shelter for furniture and furnishings; $5,000 grant to Gateway Foundation for education materials, computer equipment and recreation supplies; $2,750 grant to Heartlinks for staff development; $2,500 grant to Children’s Center for staff development; $10,000 grant to CASA for community outreach and laptop computer; $5,000 grant to SAVE for recreation and various capital items; $5,000 grant to Illinois Center for Autism for augmentative communication equipment; $10,000 grant to ALFA Industries for construction of a universal garden; $4,500 grant to Metro East Consumer Leadership Council for their annual consumer conference; and, that the FY2009 Agency Budget be established at $2,000,000.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.
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Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey provided the Board with an overview of Public Act 95-602 which expands the scope of Illinois’ current standard for involuntary commitment.  The new law goes into effect June 1, 2008.

Ms. Humphrey also gave updates on the Redeploy Inititative, the State’s Anti Stigma campaign, Juvenile Drug Court planning and the Illinois Children’s Mental Health Partnership.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig briefed the Board on the anticipated levy extension for 2008.  He also addressed issues with the vendor the Board uses for Local Funds Certification and of potential contract changes for the coming year.

Mr. Rosenzweig reported on upcoming Mental Health Court training in DuPage County in June, the near completion of the Community Services Directory and the status of FY 2009 agency contracts.

Mr. Rosenzweig also reported he had been appointed by the Governor to the Illinois Council on Aging for a four year term.
