Meeting Opening: At 6:00 pm the meeting was officially opened by special guest Ms. Emily Schildknecht.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Dr. Clipper and a second by Ms. Barnum, the Board approved the minutes of the September 18, 2008 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on October 14, 2008.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendation was approved.

Program Services:

In her written report Ms. Humphrey reported on the status of her site visits that she has completed this month. She also commented on some of the difficulties agencies are experiencing in managing finances with the delayed payments from the State.  Ms. Humphrey also gave updates on the Robert Woods Johnson Foundation Award and local planning initiatives.
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Disaster Planning Report:

Peg Maher provided the Board with an update on the upcoming Board sponsored Disaster Mental Health training: “The Unthinkable…Preparation & Response to Mass Casualties on Campus”.  The event will be held November 6, 2008 in O’Fallon.  Nearly 100 persons have already registered.  

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided a brief update on the current state budget crisis.  Delayed state payments also continue to create hardships.  The Governor has yet to act on SB 1103, that would restore over $220 million in budget cuts.  

Mr. Rosenzweig attended the Systems Transformation conference in Chicago last week.  He reported on the findings of the state wide criminal justice and mental health planning initiative and the utility of the information on a county basis.  Two local committees will be meeting in early November to assist with jail diversion activities. Hopefully, a specialty court will be possible in the near future.  Data from the jail continues to indicate a significant number of detainees have a major mental health history and/or current symptoms.

The Executive Director also provided an update on the Solutions for Illinois Mental Health Authorities and revenues that have been generated from this consortium.

Mr. Rosenzweig reported the Comprehensive Behavioral Health Center of St. Clair County will hold its annual Board of Directors Annual Dinner Meeting on November 14, 2008 at the Shrine.
