APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Dr. Clipper and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the July 24, 2008 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on August 12, 2008.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following:  capital grant of $1,000 for Erase The Stigma Conference; capital grant of $500 for Hazel Bland Promise Center; and, $9,000 for underwriting the expense of a Brief Outcome Focused Therapy Training for 60 clinicians.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Dr. Clipper, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that she has a very busy month coming up with agency site visits and several presentations.
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Ms. Humphrey stated that the Board funded Brief Outcome Focused Therapy and Erase The Stigma conferences were very well received.

She reported that all NAMIs will be combined and under the umbrella of NAMI Metro East.

Ms. Humphrey also reported that she will be representing ACMHAI (the 708 Association) at the October Board Meeting of the National Association of County Behavioral Health Directors in Austin, Texas.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of the current state budget crisis and the impact for local services/agencies.  Significant staff layoffs have also been executed in substance abuse agencies and staff reductions are likely in mental health and developmental disability programs. 

Also complicating the plight of service providers is the delayed payment cycle out of Springfield.  The majority of agencies have yet to receive a payment for Fiscal Year 09 (since July 1).  Several agencies have requested an advance on their Board contracts to meet payroll expenses.

A successful Mental Health Task Force meeting was held last week and much improved systems collaboration is occurring. Establishing a mental health court remains the primary goal.

Mr. Rosenzweig also indicated the 2009 Community Service Directory is currently at the printer and should be ready within the next week.
