APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Dr. Clipper, the Board approved the minutes of the May 21, 2009 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:
Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on June 9, 2009.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following item:  $20,000 to Comprehensive Behavioral Health Center for the Criminal Justice Case Manager position.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. McKinney, the recommendation was approved.
Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the Regional Office of Education and the Youth Coalition sponsored a mental health awareness training earlier this month.  She also reported that she is a member of a newly formed children’s mental health committee.  
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Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher informed the Board that the disaster preparedness exercise that was scheduled for this month was cancelled due to Public Health’s involvement with the swine flu emergency.  She stated that the Public Health Department will likely have swine flu vaccination clinics.

NEW BUSINESS:

Board Resolution 2009-01:

President Shevlin asked the Board to read the resolution that was distributed before the meeting.  The resolution addresses the need to define what essential services are and revise funding priorities due to the drastic budget cuts from the State.  On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by 

Mrs. Barnum the resolution was accepted.  Mr. Schildknecht voted against the resolution.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig spoke briefly to the Board about the financial hardships facing most of the Board’s funded agencies.  
INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS:

President Shevlin welcomed the guests and offered them the opportunity to address the Board:  Jane Nesbit – DDS of Metro East reported that her agency has lost three sources of income and has to lay off eleven of 20 staff; Amy Warren and Don Bushnell of Gateway Foundation reported that their budget of $13.5 million has been cut 75% by DASA; Susan Szekely of Illinois Center for Autism reported that the Transition Services grant had been cut in half, 14 to 20 positions will be lost and clients that were receiving services five days a week could end up only receiving services five hours a week; Ellen Becker of Epilepsy Foundation reported that the agency’s grant programs had been cut 100% and the CILAs were being cut by 40%; Orville Mercer of Chestnut Health Systems informed the Board that his agency received a $5 million cut which affects psychiatric services and medications; Heidi Harbin of the Violence Prevention Center stated that the Center will lose forty percent of its budget; Dave Jacques and Polly Hartman of Support Services and Systems reported that their agency received a 50% cut for CILA programs; Diana Cuddeback, Heartlinks of Family Hospice; Randy Law, SAVE; and Louise Shevlin, Regional Office of Education.
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President Shevlin thanked the guests for informing the Board of the budget cuts their agencies have received and the hardships that lie ahead for both clients and staff.
