APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mr. Kernan and a second by Dr. Clipper, the Board approved the minutes of the February 19, 2009 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. Schildknecht reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on March 10, 2009.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  payment of the claims and purchase orders and financial support in the amount of $4,500 be given to the Metro East Consumer Leadership Council for their annual conference.

On a motion by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by Mrs. Luetkemyer, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

In Ms. Humphrey’s absence, Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of her written report.  He emphasized the “Say It Out Loud Campaign” that has attracted two state grants and is a collaborative project with LINC, Inc. 

Mr. Rosenzweig reported Ms. Humphrey is currently attending the Illinois Children’s Mental Health Network training and will also be in Washington, D.C., next as part of training under the Robert Woods Johnson grant that the Board is coordinating.
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Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher briefed the Board on a number of upcoming trainings, activities and drills. She also provided an informational handout.

There was no Unfinished or new Business.
Executive Director’s Report:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided a brief overview of Governor’s Quinn budget proposal and its impact on human service agencies/services.  Actually the overall reductions in behavioral health and substance abuse programs were smaller than anticipated. He also reported slowed state payments continue to be very problematic, especially for smaller agencies.

The Executive Director also indicated the $250,000 Bureau of Justice Administration grant had been completed and submitted earlier this month.  The grant would provide funds for staff positions in the-to-be developed mental health court.  Another criminal justice and mental health collaborative effort is the DMH Data Link project which will be implemented in the county jail in April. Mr. Rosenzweig reported the state will now provide the Board with a contract for $40,000 to purchase enhanced case management services.

Mr. Rosenzweig shared a copy of a recent report from the National Alliance for Mental Illness which ranked state mental health systems and awarded Illinois a “D”.

Introduction of Guests:

Secretary Elliott McKinney welcomed the guests and offered them the opportunity to address the Board: Orville Mercer, Chestnut Health Systems; Randy Law, SAVE; Mia Stroter, Illinois Center for Autism; Heidi Harbin, Violence Prevention Center; Julianne Bilodeau, TASC; Diana Cuddeback; Family Hospice.
