APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the March 19, 2009 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on May 12, 2009.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  a $2,000 grant to the Epilepsy Foundation for summer camp; a $500 grant to NAMI Madison County for community presentations; $20,800 to Chestnut Health Systems for older adult psychiatric services; $20,000 to Comprehensive Behavioral Health Center for additional case management services for the St. Clair County Mental Health Court; a $1,450 grant to Big Brothers Big Sisters for certification training; a $1,500 grant to Chestnut Health Systems for the annual Behavioral Health, Aging and Wellness Conference; and, the mental health services line be set at $1,995,000 for FY10.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mrs. Barnum, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

In Ms. Humphrey’s absence, Mr. Rosenzweig provided an overview of her written report.  He reported that the Say It Out Loud campaign held an 
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event at the Lincoln Theater in Belleville on May 7, 2009.  Two hundred fifty people attended the film presentation.

Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher reported that a tornado drill had been held involving Oliver Anderson, Kenneth Hall and Touchette Hospitals.

There was no Unfinished or New Business.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that there is still no news from Springfield regarding the amount of budget cuts that will affect Board funded agencies.  There have been various scenarios regarding the amount of reductions with and without a proposed tax increase.

Mr. Rosenzweig represented the County and Mental Health Board at the ribbon cutting and open house celebration at Comprehensive Behavioral Health Center’s new facility on April 24, 2009.  He reported the building is a very impressive structure and a well deserved upgrade for the Center.

The Executive Director’s report also included an update on the FY 2010 agency allocations, mental health court developments and the addition of Gero-Psychiatric services at PSOP.
