Finance Committee:

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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that as a result of last year’s Department of Justice accessibility survey, all future committee meetings will be held at the County Courthouse.

The initial planning meeting for the Children’s System of Care (Illinois Healthcare Foundation) planning grant will be held tomorrow.  The proposal is due January 6, 2010.

Mr. Rosenzweig announced the long awaited Data Link project was now operational at the St. Clair County Jail. Initial data reflects more inmates with mental health histories than originally anticipated.  The project may be helpful in moving a Mental Health Court along.

The Executive Director also reported he will be attending a meeting in Chicago in early December to discuss implementation of the Local Funds Initiative (Medicaid billing) for Substance Abuse services.
