APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Mr. McKinney, the Board approved the minutes of the July 30, 2009 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the Board office on September 8, 2009.  They reviewed and approved financial statements and claims for payment.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  payment of the claims and purchase orders, financial support in the amount of $4,500 be given to the Metro East Consumer Leadership Council for their annual conference and $8,500 to LINC for the expansion of their mental health recovery program.

On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Dr. Clipper, the recommendations were approved.

Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher gave an update on the Disaster Mental Health Volunteer Training to be held on October 22, 2009.  She also handed out registration forms for the training. She also provided updates regarding the collaborative work with the Regional Office of Education on grant activities.
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Program Director’s Report:

In her written report, Ms. Humphrey described her work on several Request for Proposals and training activities with the Association of Community Mental Health Authorities.  Of specific interest is a SAMHASA system of care grant that would add significant community resources.  Ms. Humphrey also indicated she would begin contract monitoring visits next month.
