APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by John Kernan and a second by Curt Schildknecht, the Board approved the minutes of the November 19, 2009 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. Schildknecht reported that the Finance Committee met in the County Board Conference Room on January 12, 2010 and February 10, 2010.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  payment of the claims and purchase orders for December 2009 and that  $7,950 be allocated to assist with expenses for a series of six caregiver workshops to be coordinated by the St. Clair County Office on Aging Council for their annual conference.

On a motion by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by Mrs. Luetkemyer, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

In Ms. Humphrey’s written report she provided an overview of recent site visits at Board funded agencies.  In addition, she commented on the Bring Change 2 Mind Campaign (Glenn Close’s anti stigma movement) that is being spearheaded locally by the Karla Smith Foundation.
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Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher reported on the mental health relief efforts in Haiti and the need for culturally competent interventions.  She also provided a handout entitled “Guidance for Potential Disaster Health and Mental Health Volunteers”.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig referenced information regarding the current Spring Legislative session and implications for the community mental health system.  It is unlikely any legislation with any financial obligation will be approved and the budget will continue to garner all attention.  The current state deficit is now reported at 13 billion dollars.  The Governor will announce his FY 2011 budget address on March 10th.

Information was also provided on several Department of Mental Health initiatives; both the Managed Care Pilot for AABD and the Request for Information (RFI) for acute care and emergency mental health services.

Mr. Rosenzweig gave an overview of the Board’s expenses and revenues for 2009 and the impact of the tax disbursements being collected in 2010 for last year’s tax cycle.

The Board was the applicant for two recent grant proposals; the Illinois Healthcare Foundation (children’s mental health network of care) and the Bureau of Justice Administration (Drug Court Expansion).  Awards for both will be posted in May.
