APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Dr. Clipper and a second by Mr. Kernan, the Board approved the minutes of the February 18, 2010 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee met in the County Board Conference Room on March 9, 2010.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  payment of the claims and purchase orders; $2,000 be allocated to Heartlinks for conversion to an electronic record keeping system; $500 be allocated to Fire Support Ministries for Instructor Crisis training; $2,500 be allocated to the Epilepsy Foundation for Camp Roehr summer camp; and, $4,500 be allocated to the Metro East Consumer Leadership Council for their annual conference.
On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Dr. Clipper, the recommendations were approved.
Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the Bring Change 2 Mind campaign (for mental health awareness) is going very well.  The actress Glenn Close has been working closely with the Karla Smith Foundation and will be promoting mental health awareness.
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She also reported that the Illinois Children’s Healthcare Foundation notified the Board that we are one of eleven agencies selected to receive a site visit, which is the next step of the selection process.
Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher stated that we should all have a healthy amount of fear and anxiety in order to prepare for disasters (natural or otherwise.)  She then handed out a notice for a workshop entitled, “Safe Schools and Healthy Students.”

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig provided the Board with an overview of the Governor’s proposed budget and the implications for local behavioral health providers.  Most significantly, the Department of Mental Health budget eliminates non Medicaid services and reduces funding system-wide by 40 to 45%.  It is anticipated a number of programs/agencies will have difficulty sustaining services.  This also comes at a time when the Department is performing reconciliations based on first quarter (FY 11) billing and several board funded agencies are slated for significant funding reductions from the State.
The Executive Director also reported on the recent Federal court settlement that Illinois entered into for persons residing in IMDs, recent “211” meetings, and the status of several grant applications.  Mr. Rosenzweig also announced the Board is awaiting final distribution from the 2009 tax sales.

Mr. Rosenzweig reminded everyone there would not be a Board Meeting in April.
