APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

On a motion made by Dr. Clipper and a second by Mrs. Barnum, the Board approved the minutes of the March 18, 2010 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:

Finance Committee:

Mr. McKinney reported that the Finance Committee had met in the County Board Conference Room on April 13 and May 11, 2010.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:  payment of the claims and purchase orders; $2,500 be allocated to the Karla Smith Foundation for the anti-stigma campaign; $2,000 be allocated to Chestnut Health Systems for the annual Behavioral Health, Aging and Wellness Conference.
On a motion by Mr. McKinney and a second by Dr. Clipper, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:

Ms. Humphrey reported that the Bring Change 2 Mind Gala Event and Baseball Game with Glenn Close was very successful and brought in proceeds of $50,000.  The St. Clair County Youth Coalition sponsored the first annual Family Fun Night on May 7.  This was also a huge success.
Ms. Humphrey continues to be active with the Children’s Mental Health Committee and the Illinois Children’s Mental Health Partnership.
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Ms. Humphrey also reported that she and Mr. Rosenzweig have begun meeting with the Board funded agencies regarding the FY2011 contracts.

Disaster Services:

Ms. Maher reported there will be a three day training for Crisis Response and Recovery for School Personnel in August.  Training will be provided by the National Institute for Trauma and Loss in Children.  There will also be a hospital drill for disaster volunteers on June 3.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Rosenzweig reported that there could be $1.3 billion more in cuts in the State budget.  Medicaid dollars for mental health services are in danger of being drastically cut.  We have only three agencies that do not receive money from the State.
Mr. Rosenzweig also reported that the 2009 tax levy will be announced at the May County Board Meeting.  Agency allocations for FY 2011 will be made when the levy information is known and Mr. Rosenzweig anticipates having recommendations available for the June Finance Committee meeting.

Mr. Rosenzweig also commented on pending legislation that will effect the community mental health system.
