APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
On a motion made by Mrs. Barnum and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the Board approved the minutes of the September 16, 2010 Board Meeting.

REPORTS:
Finance Committee:
Mrs. Cueto reported that the Finance Committee met in the Conference Room of the St. Clair County Building on October 12, 2010.  The Committee recommended that the Board approve the following items:
Payment of the claims and purchase orders; one time funding of $6,000 be given to Community Link for an Art Therapy Program; one time funding of $6,000 be given to Trinity Services for various programs; $1,000 be allocated to Our Lady of the Snows Shrine for the Erase the Stigma Conference; and, $891 be awarded to NAMI of Southwestern Illinois for Family to Family training.

On a motion by Mrs. Cueto and a second by Mr. Schildknecht, the recommendations were approved.

Program Services:
Ms. Humphrey reported that the site visits with the agencies are going very well.  

She also reported that she has been working on the Reclaiming Futures Initiative and helped to develop the Student Assistance Program for 
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substance abusing youth involved in the juvenile justice system.  This program will complement Reclaiming Futures.   

Disaster Services:
Ms. Maher reminded everyone that the Disaster Mental Health Volunteer Training is scheduled for Tuesday, November 2 from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm.

NEW BUSINESS:
President Shevlin asked for a motion to approve the FY2011 One and Three Year Strategic Plan.  With a motion by Mr. Schildknecht and a second by 
Mrs. Cueto, the Plan was approved by the Board.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
Mr. Rosenzweig thanked the Board for approving the Strategic Plan and reported that the Needs Assessment activities would begin in January.

He updated the Board on the status of the Drug Court expansion.  Drug Court has a new judge, Michael Cook, who is taking over for Judge Eckert.  The grant makes it possible to have a full time Drug Coordinator position through Probation.

The Board finally received a $75,000 payment for the Medicaid billing that was submitted months ago.
